Group’s consolidated revenues reached JD 91.0 million in Q1.2026 compared to JD 89.1 million in Q1.2025, as below details:
· Orange Mobile increased by 3.9% in revenues in Q1.2026 compared to Q1 2025 as a result of the increase in the mobile postpaid revenues. 
· Orange Money witnessed an increase in revenues of 49.3% in Q1.2026 compared to Q1.2025 driven by higher customer base and transactions.
· Fixed lines and Internet revenues decreased by 0.6% in Q1.2026 compared to Q1.2025 as a result of decrease in ADSL and fixed voice revenues compensated by the increase in the fiber revenues.

The Group Operating Expenses for Q1.2026 show a moderate increase of 3.1% totaling JD 75.9 million compared to JD 73.6 million in Q1.2025. This is due to increase in interconnection costs, electricity cost due to 5G coverage expansion, higher depreciation, and other costs, which were balanced by a reduction in administrative expenses, demonstrating our ongoing focus on operational efficiency.

The Group's Earnings Before Interests & Taxes declined by 2.6%, reaching JD 15.1 million by the end of Q1.2026, down from JD 15.5 million in Q1.2025. This reduction in gross operating margin is primarily attributed to the increase in operating expenses.

Jordan Telecom Group reported a net profit after tax of JD 9.3 million for Q1.2026, reflecting a 5% increase from JD 8.9 million in Q1.2025. 
Capital Expenditures (CAPEX):
The CAPEX for Jordan Telecom Group shows an increase from JD 13.8 million at the end of Q1.2025 to JD 15.5 million at the end of Q1.2026 as a result of investment in 5G coverage expansion.
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
